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“Chris is a player that coach [Frank] Yallop has been interested in for a while,” said Galaxy president and
general manager Alexi Lalas. “We had the opportunity to bring in another veteran player of quality and we
jumped at it.”

Earlier in the week, the Galaxy also announced the signing of Honduras international forward Carlos Pavon.
Pavon, who scored five goals in the CONCACAF Gold Cup this month — including four in one match vs. Cuba —
is awaiting his work visa and international transfer clearance before he will be eligible to play.

COLUMBUS CREW

The Columbus Crew won their first game since April 28 — and just their second on the campaign — holding off the
Kansas City Wizards for a 2-1 victory at Crew Stadium on Wednesday night. The Crew still sit at the foot of the Eastern
Conference with 12 points from 12 matches, a point behind Toronto FC, two behind the Chicago Fire and now just nine
behind the division-leading New York Red Bulls.

LAST MATCH

The teams came into the game at opposite ends of the Eastern Conference and on opposite runs. The Wizards
hadn't lost in four games, while the Crew hadn't won in seven. But the previous weekend, both had been
involved in wild 3-3 draws on the road.

Yet over the opening 45 minutes, neither goalkeeper was tested at all. Early in the second half, Sasha Victorine
found himself all alone after a neat passing sequence, but Crew 'keeper Will Hesmer came out to deflect away
the effort.

The Crew then scored twice in a six-minute span. First, Alejandro Moreno cut in from the left and sent a shot
goalward. It was deflected into a group of players at the spot, fell to Eddie Gaven, and he buried a left-footed
roller inside the right-hand post for his first goal of the year, in the 56th minute.

Then Guillermo Barros Schelotto flighted in a corner from the right. Stefani Miglioranzi was able to send a
looping header goalward off his back foot, but sent it just off the fingertips of Kevin Hartman and just under the
bar for his first goal with the Crew.

The Wizards spoiled Hesmer's shutout bid in stoppage time. A long ball was poorly cleared, just to the top of
the area, and Jack Jewsbury stepped into the rebound, sending a low shot inside the right corner for his first
goal of 2007.

Crew head coach Sigi Schmid made three changes to the team that came back to grab a 3-3 draw against the
New England Revolution the weekend before. Rusty Pierce was suspended and Tim Ward and Robbie Rogers
away with the U.S. U-20 national team, so Ezra Hendrickson and Stefani Miglioranzi both came back into team
— at somewhat unfamiliar fullback roles — and Eddie Gaven made his first start since May 12.

“l don’t care how we played,” said Schmid. “I don't care what it looked like. A win is a win, and we are very

happy.”

TEAM NEWS

Schmid gave a second consecutive start to goalkeeper Will Hesmer, and after allowing three goals in his first
start against New England, he nearly kept a clean sheet for the entire match until the stoppage-time goal from
Jack Jewsbury.

"l think Hesmer made the play of the game when he made the save on [Sasha] Victorine's shot with the score
still 0-0,” Schmid said. “That's what you need from a goalkeeper to make that kind of save at that moment, and
that keeps you in the game and then we went forward from there and scored a couple of goals."

Said Hesmer: "l felt good. As bad as the start was in New England, you've got to put that behind you. I'm
confident in my abilities. | believe in myself and | know what | can do out here. | think my teammates know that
and | think Sigi knows that, so yeah, that feels great."

In front of Hesmer was a bit of a makeshift back four, with Ezra Hendrickson and Stefani Miglioranzi at fullback.
Hendrickson had played only at center back this season for Columbus and hadn't featured in two games with
an abdominal injury that still limited him to only 70 minutes. Miglioranzi has been a midfielder in every game
he’s played for the Crew this year.

"It's been a while since | played there. I'm just looking for an opportunity to help the team out. If coach asks me
to play goalkeeper, I'd be happy to play. So, today | went out at left back, and | haven't played there in a long
time, but | have played there in the past and | felt really comfortable,” Miglioranzi said. “When you have people
like Marcos [Gonzalez], Chad [Marshall] and Ezra [Hendrickson] on the back line with you who are all very
experienced it makes the job that much easier.”

MLS GAME INFORMA TION
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e Jed Zayner came on for Hendrickson at right back, finally making his MLS debut. A second-round pick in the
2006 SuperDraft, he missed the entirety of last season to injury. The group was put under real pressure over
the final stretch of the match.

e "We were on our heels a little bit and they got a lot of corner kicks and pushed a lot of people forward. | thought
Chad Marshall did a good job winning some of those headers. He got some where there were people open
behind him and if he doesn't get a head on it, it could cause some problems."

e After conceding just four goals in the opening six matches of the season, the Crew had allowed 14 goals in
their last five after the Revolution match. The defensive performance was the first time they had not allowed
multiple goals since the 1-1 draw with Chivas USA on May 12.

e "Over the last four games prior to this we had scored eight goals so we thought our scoring was starting to
come along but the thing was, we had been giving up a bucketful [of goals] on the other end. So one of our
objectives today was transition to make sure we got behind the ball quickly to make sure that we limited goal
scoring opportunities for the opponents, so that's one of the things we have to do,” Schmid said. "If you score
three goals in New England it should be enough to win, if you score two goals in Chicago it should be enough
to win, you know, so we couldn't keep leaking goals. That was our No. 1 objective today."

e Seeing Gaven scored was a relief, his first goal since the penultimate game of last season. "Eddie doesn't
show a lot of emotion, but | think he was pretty happy and pretty relieved and | thought he did well with what
was a difficult shot to turn and hit. | was happy for him, but he took the goal well," Schmid said.

KLEIN COMES TO TOWN: On Thursday the Galaxy acquired 31-year old midfielder Chris Klein in a trade with Real Salt Lake. The 10-year MLS
veteran, who began his career in Kansas City has appeared in 243 games, making 226 starts since being drafted out of Indiana University in the first
round of the 1998 MLS College Draft.

Klein comes to Los Angeles after spending the last year and a half in Utah with Real Salt Lake, appearing in all 43 of RSL’s games over that time,
collecting eight goals and nine assists. Prior to his stint in Salt Lake, Klein was a member of the Kansas City Wizards from 1998-2005 where he remains
second in club history with 39 goals and 45 assists. A four-time MLS All-Star selection, Klein is a two-time winner of the MLS Comeback Player of the
Year Award and was an integral member of the Wizards MLS Cup championship team in 2000, tallying six goals and eight assists. Klein is now just
three goals away from becoming the 12" player in MLS history to record 50 career goals and assists.

A native of St. Louis, Mo., Klein has collected 22 career caps with the U.S. National Team scoring five goals. He last appeared for the National Team on
March 22, 2006 in a 4-1 loss to Germany while he was named the Man of the Match in his last start for the U.S., a 4-0 win over Guatemala on Feb. 19,
2006 at Pizza Hut Park.

PAVON AGREES TO TERMS: There has been another new face in Galaxy camp this week as Honduran international forward Carlos Pavon has
agreed to terms with the club. The 33-year old striker comes to Los Angeles after helping Real Club Deportivo Espafia claim the 2007 Honduran League
Clausura title, scoring 15 goals in 20 appearances while captaining the club.

Pavon, who has played in Italy, Spain, Mexico, Guatemala and Honduras during his club career, has been an integral element of the Honduran National
Team for the past 14 years, earning 67 caps and registering a national team record of 47 goals. He most recently led the 'Catrachos' to the Quarterfinals
of the 2007 CONCACAF Gold Cup, scoring a tournament-best five goals in his country's four games. He scored four goals in Honduras' 5-0 thrashing of
Cuba in the final match of Group C play and then scored his team's only goal in the 2-1 loss to Guadeloupe in Houston on Sunday.

FAMILIAR FACES DEPART: With the additions of Klein and Pavon this week, in addition to Edson Buddle and Abel Xavier last week, the Galaxy have

had to say goodbye to four players who were on the club’s roster at the start of the season. Veteran defender Tyrone Marshall was traded to Toronto FC
for Buddle, midfielder Nathan Sturgis and rookie forward Robbie Findley were sent to Real Salt Lake in the trade for Klein and defender lan Russell was
waived earlier this week. Those four players combined to play 29 games for the Galaxy this season, making 22 starts and scoring three goals.

DAZZLING DEBUTS: Newly acquired forward Edson Buddle wasted little time in giving his new home fans a reason to cheer as he scored his first-ever
goal in a Galaxy uniform in the 25" minute of the 3-2 win over Real Salt Lake. Buddle, who was acquired from Toronto FC on Wednesday, got on the
end of a long ball out of the back from Abel Xavier and was able to hit a right-footed shot just inside the far post to give LA a 2-1 advantage.

Before Buddle, the last Galaxy player to score on his debut for the club was Santino Quaranta who scored the game-winner just 11 minutes after
entering the Galaxy’s 1-0 win over Houston on August 9, 2006.

OPENING THE SCORING BOOKS: Both Buddle and fellow forward Nate Jaqua scored their first regular season goal in a Galaxy uniform on Sunday.
The last time that two Galaxy players had scored their first-ever goal for the club in the same game was on April 3, 2004 when Andreas Herzog and
Jovan Kirovski scored in the victory over the New England Revolution.

CENTER BACKS CHIP IN: While Buddle and Jaqua, as well as Cobi Jones, took care of the goalscoring, the central defense pairing of Abel Xavier and
Kyle Veris played a big role in setting up the Galaxy goals. Both Veris, who was making his third start of the year, and Xavier, who was making his MLS
debut, were credited with assists in Sunday’s win. The assists were the first of their MLS career for both players and they became the first LA center
backs to collect an assist since Troy Roberts earned the first assist of his MLS career in a 2-0 win over FC Dallas on August 20, 2006.

GLINTON AND ROBERTS RETURN: Gavin Glinton and Troy Roberts each made their 2007 debut in Sunday’s win over Real Salt Lake. Both players
had missed the entire regular season through injury but came off the substitutes bench against RSL. Glinton replaced Nate Jaqua for the final 11
minutes and tallied three shots while Roberts replaced Peter Vagenas for the final minute of the match.

KIRK BACK FROM THE START: Also back in the lineup against Real Salt Lake on Sunday was third-year player Quavas Kirk. Kirk, who can play both
as a right back and on the right side of midfield, got the start at right back, making his first start since Aug. 30, 2006 in a 1-0 loss at RSL. The 19-year old
had made two appearances this season off the bench for the Galaxy, but had seen his playing time limited as a result of a bout of plantar fascitiis.

DONOVAN GOES FOR GOLD: Landon Donovan had a goal and an assist on Thursday night as the United States defeated Canada 2-1 to reach the
final of the CONCACAF Gold Cup. Donovan, who is now just one goal behind Eric Wynalda for the all-time lead in goals for the U.S., scored the
eventual game-winner in first half stoppage time, giving his team a 2-0 advantage. Earlier in the opening half, Donovan set up Frankie Hejduk for the
games opening goal.

Donovan, who leads the U.S. with three goals in the Gold Cup this season and became the country’s all-time leader in goals in the tournament on
Thursday, will now help the Red, White and Blue aim for a repeat of their 2005 Gold Cup triumph when they take on Mexico in Chicago on Sunday.

CANADIANS COME BACK: The Galaxy's two Canadian internationals, Kevin Harmse and Ante Jazic will be back with the club for Saturday’s game
against Columbus after falling 2-1 to the United States in Thursday’s Gold Cup semifinal in Chicago. Jazic started and played all 90 minutes in all five of
Canada’s matches, helping to marshal a backline that allowed an average of just one goal per contest.

Harmse came off the bench in all three of Canada’s games in Group A, playing a total of 31 minutes in those matches as Canada won their group.

Both players flew back to Los Angeles on Friday and are expected to be available for selection on Saturday against the Crew.



LOS ANGELES GALAXY GAME NOTES - June 17, 2007

RESERVE ROUNDUP: The Galaxy Reserves will return to action on Sunday, July 8 when they take on the Kansas City Wizards Reserves. The Galaxy
currently sit in 10" place in the MLS Reserve Division with a 1-2-1 record through their first four games. Santino Quaranta leads the team in scoring with
three goals. Robbie Findley, as well as Taylor Canel and Mike Caso have each scored once this season.

THIS DAY IN GALAXY HISTORY: The Galaxy are 1-1-0 all-time in games played on June 23. On June 23, 2001, Luis Hernandez recorded the second
multi-goal game of his MLS career, scoring both LA goals in a 2-0 win over the MetroStars at the Rose Bowl. However, the MetroStars returned the favor
three years later as Eddie Gaven scored twice and Amado Guevara had a goal and two assists as the Galaxy dropped a 3-0 decision to the MetroStars
at Giants Stadium.

GALAXY VS. COLUMBUS: The Galaxy trail the all-time series against Columbus, compiling an 8-12-6 all-time regular season record against the Crew.
LA is winless in their last sic games against Columbus, going 0-3-3 in that time, including a 0-1-2 mark at The Home Depot Center. The Galaxy, who
only have a losing record in regular season play against Houston and Columbus, won each of their first three meetings against the Crew at The Home
Depot Center, outscoring the Crew 7-2 in those three contests.

FAMILIAR FACES: Four former Galaxy players started for the Crew, who are coached by former LA head coach Sigi Schmid, in their 2-1 win over
Kansas City on Wednesday. Stefani Miglioranzi, who played for the Galaxy in 2006, scored the game-winner. He was joined by past LA players Ned
Grabavoy, Ezra Hendrickson and Alejandro Moreno. Two Galaxy players, Edson Buddle and Kyle Martino, formerly played for the Crew before heading
to the Galaxy.

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2007 NEWS AND NOTES

TONIGHT’S GAME

The Crew (2-4-6, 12 pts.) plays its third game in eight days tonight,
taking on L.A. for the first of two times in league play, but for the second
time overall. The Galaxy squeaked past Columbus, 1-0, in a U.S. Open
Cup qualifier at Crew Stadium on April 24. The teams will meet again in
Columbus on Sept. 30. The Crew is coming off a big 2-1 win over
Kansas City on Wednesday and a a thrilling 3-3 tie at New England last
Saturday, in which it came back from a two-goal deficit.

BARROS SCHELOTTO HAS ASSISTS IN FOUR STRAIGHT GAMES
Guillermo Barros Schelotto’s assist on Stefani Miglioranzi’s goal Wednes-
day (June 20) was his team-leading fifth of the season. He is tied for
second in the league in that category (with Lanon Donovan) and also
now owns the league’s longest active streak of assists in consecutive
games, at four. Teammate Alejandro Moreno has assists in three straight
games.

MIGLIORANZI SCORES GOAL, FILLS IN ADMIRABLY AT LEFT BACK
Stefani Miglioranzi was pressed into service at left back Wednesday for
the first time since college, due to the spate of injuries, suspensions and
national-team absences along the Crew back line, and he played well.
Miglioranzi made it a truly memorable night by scoring his first career
MLS goal, which proved to be the game-winner, in the Crew’s 2-1
victory over Kansas City.

CREW ATTACK COMES ALIVE WITH 10 GOALS IN LAST FIVE GAMES
The Crew has now scored 10 goals in its last five games, for an
average of two per game, after scoring a total of four in its first seven
matches (0.57 per game avg.).

ZAYNER MAKES MLS DEBUT

Defender Jed Zayner made his MLS debut Wednesday night in the
Crew’s 2-1 victory over Kansas City. The former Indiana University
standout was forced to sit out the entire 2006 season with a torn ACL
and missed the first month of this season with a knee injury, as well.
Finally, after seeing action in five Reserve Division matches this year, he
made his league debut Wednesday, coming on for Ezra Hendrickson in
he 71st minute.

CREW ATTACK FUELS THRILLING COMEBACK AT NEW ENGLAND
Three Crew players — Robbie Rogers, Guillermo Barros Schelotto and
Alejandro Moreno — tallied a goal and an assist as Columbus clawed
back from a 3-1 deficit on Saturday to secure a 3-3 tie at New England.
Rogers and Barros Schelotto notched the first MLS goals of their
respective careers, while Rogers' goal was also his first as a profes-
sional. With two more helpers against New England, Barros Schelotto is
now tied for third among MLS assist leaders, with four. Moreno, who
notched the game-tying goal in the 85th minute, continues to maintain his
solid offensive output as Saturday's game was his fourth in a row with
at least a goal or an assist.

HESMER MAKES 1st APPEARANCE FOR CREW, FOLLOWS WITH ‘W’
Goalkeeper Will Hesmer made his first start and appearance for the
Crew on June 16 in the 3-3 tie at New England. Acquired in Nov. 2006 in
an Expansion Draft-day trade with Toronto, which had selected him from
Kansas City, Hesmer was sidelined for the first six weeks of the season
with a right hamstring injury. Hesmer went on to start Wednesday’s
game against his former team, as well, and earned the victory. Andy
Gruenebaum started the Crew’s first 10 games.

CREW TRIO DEPART TO REPRESENT U.S. IN FIFA U-20 WORLD CUP
Robbie Rogers, Danny Szetela and Tim Ward were all named to the U.S.
Under-20 Men’s National Team 21-player roster by head coach Thomas
Rongen last week. They departed the Crew on Sunday to join the
national side in New Jersey, where the squad began preparations for
the 2007 FIFA U-20 World Cup, to be held in Canada from June 30-July
22. All three players are expected to be significant contributors and have
made Rongen's starting 11 for each of the squad's five matches in 2007.
The team plays a preparation game against Chile at Giants Stadium
tonight (June 23). The U.S. was drawn into Group D with Korea
Republic, Poland and Brazil. This is the sixth straight appearance for the
U.S. in the world championship and their 11th overall. The U.S. opens
against Korea Republic on June 30, then faces Poland on July 3 and
concludes group play on July 6 against four-time U-20 world champions
Brazil.

HEJDUK AND U.S. MNT ADVANCE TO GOLD CUP SEMIFINALS

The U.S. Men’s National Team moved into the semifinals of the 2007 Gold
Cup by overmatching Panama 2-1 before 22,412 in Foxborough, Massa-
chusetts on June 16. Landon Donovan converted a penalty in the 60th
minute and Carlos Bocanegra doubled the lead two minutes later to move
the U.S. into the final four of the tournament for the eighth time in nine
overall Gold Cups. The U.S. played Canada in the semis on Thursday at
Chicago. Crew defender Frankie Hejduk continued his solid play at the
international event, earning his 74th cap and going the full 90 minutes in
the U.S. victory. Just four days after the Gold Cup final, the U.S. will
participate in the 2007 Copa America, the regional championship of South
America. The 12-team tournament will run from June 26 to July 15 in nine
cities across Venezuela. The U.S. will open Group C play against
Argentina on June 28, before facing Paraguay on July 2 and Colombia on
July 5. For the United States, the appearance will mark their third entrance
into CONMEBOL's signature event.

CREW SIGNS DRAFT PICK HUNTER TO DEVELOPMENTAL CONTRACT
The Crew announced on Saturday (June 16) that it has signed defender
Ben Hunter, its fourth selection (No. 49 overall) in the 2007 MLS
SuperDraft, to a developmental contract. Hunter, who participated in
portions of the Crew’s preseason, has been training with the club again
of late and had appeared in its Reserve Division match at New York on
May 20. He subsequently played in Sunday’s Reserve match at New
England, as well. He replaces defender Brandon Moss, who suffered a
season-ending torn ACL in his left knee, on the Crew’s roster. Hunter,
who celebrated his 22nd birthday on Saturday, is a native of Doncaster,
England, and he will be classified as a youth international. Hunter spent
two seasons at North Carolina following a high-scoring, two-year career
at the University of Rio Grande (Ohio), where he led the Redmen to the
NAIA national title in 2003.

MORENO NOTCHES FIRST GOAL IN CREW UNIFROM

In Sunday’s (June 10) game vs. Houston, Alejandro Moreno scored his
first goal for the Crew, against the team from which he was acquired on
May 9 in exchange for forward Joseph Ngwenya. Moreno’s tally came off
an assist from fellow newcomer Guillermo Barros Schelotto, who now
has three assists on the season.

MARSHALL AND WARD MAKE FIRST STARTS OF SEASON

Defenders Chad Marshall and Tim Ward received their first starting nod of
the 2007 season on Sunday (June 10) in the Crew’s match against Houston,
both going the full 90 minutes. Marshall saw his first action of the MLS
season on June 3, subbing for Ezra Hendrickson in the 60th minute of the
Crew’s match at Chicago and scoring a goal in the 84th minute. Marshall
missed the first eight games of the season with a concussion, suffered at
the end of the Crew’s preseason campaign.

OUGHTON AND ROGERS MAKE FIRST STARTS OF SEASON JUNE 3

In the Crew’s June 3 match at Chicago, midfielder Duncan Oughton and
forward Robbie Rogers saw action in Coach Sigi Schmid’s starting 11 for
the first time this season. Rogers’ speed and creativity served to bolster
the Crew attack, opening up space in the Chicago defense, while
Oughton came up big in his first starting assignment of the year by
notching a goal and an assist, his first of each this season, in 90 minutes
of play.

MORENO VISITS WHITE HOUSE WITH EX-HOUSTON TEAMMATES
The defending MLS Cup-champion Houston Dynamo visited the White
House on May 29 -- and they had an old friend with them. Crew forward
Alejandro Moreno, a member of the 2006 championship squad, was
invited to join his former teammates when they toured the White House
and met President George W. Bush. Moreno came to Columbus from
Houston on May 9, in trade that sent Joseph Ngwenya to the Dynamo.

HERRON SCORES TWO GOALS IN RETURN TO CREW LINEUP

Crew forward Andy Herron returned to the Crew’s starting lineup against
Toronto FC on May 26, scoring both goals for the Columbus side in the 2-2
tie. It was the first game back for Herron after serving a four-game
suspension following an elbowing incident in the April 19 game against
New England and Herron made up for lost time immediately. Herron
notched the quickest goal for the Crew so far this season, scoring a left-
footed goal in the 2nd minute off a Alejandro Moreno touch into box,
putting the Black & Gold ahead, 1-0. Columbus would again use a Herron
goal to take the lead in the 37th minute, when a Ned Grabavoy shot was
saved by Toronto keeper Greg Sutton, but Herron was there to put away
the rebound.



OUGHTON NOTCHES KEY ASSIST FOR NEW ZEALAND NATIONAL TEAM
Duncan Oughton went the full 90 minutes and assisted on the first goal in
New Zealand’s impressive 2-2 draw at Wales on May 26 in an interna-
tional friendly. The national team call-up and performance marked another
significant milestone in his remarkable comeback from serious knee
injuries and experimental surgery. Oughton was a regular for New
Zealand from his July 5, 2002 debut through his initial injury in 2004. A
second planned friendly, which was to have sent the All Whites to
Ukraine on June 6, has been cancelled. Oughton returned to Columbus on
Monday to rejoin his Crew teammates in preparation for tonight's match.

MORENO ACQUIRED IN TRADE, MAKES CREW DEBUT

Alejandro Moreno, acquired from the Houston Dynamo on May 9 in
exchange for forward Joseph Ngwenya, played the full 90 minutes in his
Crew debut on May 12 in the 1-1 tie vs. Chivas USA. Moreno, a member
of Houston’s 2006 MLS Cup-championship team, has scored 23 goals in
126 games (85 starts) over five-plus MLS seasons. A 27-year-old native
of Venezuela who holds a green card — meaning that he is not classified
as a senior international — Moreno has yet to score in four games this
season, two of them starting assignments. He has led the league in fouls
suffered in each of the last two seasons and started all 30 games in
which he appeared for the MLS champs last year, scoring three goals
(including two game-winners) and adding six assists. Moreno enjoyed
the finest season of his MLS career with San Jose in 2005, scoring a
career-high eight goals and registering four assists in a career-high 31
games and 2,167 minutes. He spent the 2002-04 seasons with the Los
Angeles Galaxy, where he scored 12 goals in 61 games, following a
stellar four-year career at UNC-Greensboro.

CREW SIGNS DEFENDER RYAN JUNGE TO DEVELOPMENTAL CONTRACT
The Crew signed defender Ryan Junge (pronounced Jung), its second-
round selection (No. 15 overall) in the 2007 MLS Supplemental Draft, to a
developmental contract on May 14. Junge, who participated in portions of
the Crew’s preseason, resumed training with the club after completing
his senior year at Creighton and he has started all three Reserve Division
matches. He is scheduled to graduate in December. A 22-year-old native
of Omaha, Neb., Junge was a first-team All-Missouri Valley Conference
(MVC) and All-Midwest Region selection as a senior, having helped lead
Creighton to nine shutouts and 0.95 goals-against average. As a junior,
he was named to the All-MVC second team and was one of only four
Creighton players to start all 23 matches. Junge’s three-year career at
Creighton followed a freshman campaign at NAIA Hastings College.

CREW KICKS OFF SEASON WITH SUCCESSFUL APRIL

Columbus registered shutouts in three of its first four contests of the
regular season and is one of only three MLS teams to still remain
undefeated (1-0-3). The shutouts have included two 0-0 ties, first vs.
New York on April 7 and then at Real Salt Lake on April 14, and one 1-0
result, against D.C. United on 4/28. The Crew is tied for second in the
league with a 0.50 goals-against average.

HENDRICKSON’S 23RD MLS GOAL PROVES TO BE GAME-WINNER

A year, to the day, after being acquired by the Crew via trade, Ezra
Hendrickson, a solid defender with attacking instincts, scored the game-
winning goal against D.C. United on 4/28 to give the Crew its first win of
the young season. The goal was Hendrickson’s 23rd career tally and his
second since joining the Crew on 4/28/06 via trade with Chivas USA.

MIGLIORANZI RECEIVES GREEN CARD

Midfielder Stefani Miglioranzi has been granted a “green card,” or Lawful
Permanent Residency, by the Department of Homeland Security’s U.S.
Citizenship and Immigration Services. Having attained that status, he will
no longer be classified as a Senior International by Major League Soccer
and won’t count against the league’s roster limit of four per team.
Miglioranzi, who holds Italian and Brazilian citizenship and moved to New
York when he was 12, is in his first season with the Crew. He becomes
the second member of the Crew to receive his green card this year,
joining Duncan Oughton (New Zealand).

RECORD CROWD HELPS GENERATE RECORD $23,000 AT CONNOR
SENN MEMORIAL MATCH MAY 2

A record crowd and a record dollar amount highlighted the Sixth Annual
Connor Senn Memorial Game Wednesday night at Jesse Owens Memorial
Stadium. Approximately $23,000 was generated from corporate spon-
sors, patrons and the 2,053 fans who saw Crew midfielder Danny
O’Rourke wear No. 22 with “SENN” on the back in honor of his seven-

year club soccer teammate and former Buckeye who collapsed on the
field during at game at Akron in 2001 and died later that night from a
congenital heart defect. O’'Rourke then put the jersey into the silent
auction, which helped generate the record amount for the Connor Senn
Memorial Scholarship Fund that has nearly reached the $100,000 needed
for it to become fully endowed. The Connor Senn Memorial Fund was
established by Dr. Lance Senn, Connor’s father and a former member of
the Ohio State tennis team. A native of Granville, Ohio, Connor was a
freshman walk-on defender who had earned a starting position midway
through the 2001 season for the defending Big Ten champion Buckeyes.
He saw action in eight of 10 matches, starting five.

CREW SIGNS ARGENTINE STAR BARROS SCHELOTTO

The Crew announced on April 19 that it has signed Guillermo Barros
Schelotto, one of the most beloved players in the history of legendary
Argentine club Boca Juniors, to a two-year contract. Per club and league
policy, no further terms of the deal were disclosed. It is regarded as one
of the Crew’s most significant signings ever and one of the most
significant in the league this season. Barros Schelotto, 33, has played
professionally in Argentina’s top flight for a total of 16 years, where he
scored 106 goals in 391 games (all competitions), and earned eight caps
(appearances) with Argentina’s storied national team in 1999. At the
Under-23 national team level, Barros Schelotto was a member of
Argentina’s Gold Medal-winning team at the 1995 Pan American Games.
Nicknamed “El Mellizo,” (the twin), he holds the Boca Juniors record of 15
tittes and the Argentine record for the most titles ever won, with 17.
Barros Schelotto was in Columbus from April 23-25, where he was
presented to the media and attended the club’s U.S. Open Cup qualifier
on Tuesday and trained Wednesday, before returning to Argentina. He
will be honored at Boca’s game vs. Racing on 4/29 before returning to
Columbus.

CREW FALLS SHORT IN LAMAR HUNT U.S. OPEN CUP QUALIFIER
The Crew fell short in its bid to qualify for the 2007 U.S. Open Cup
tournament proper, dropping a 1-0 decision to the Los Angeles Galaxy in
a play-in match at Crew Stadium on 4/24. Los Angeles notched the lone
goal of the match in the 17th minute. A total of seven Crew players —
goalkeeper Bill Gaudette; defenders Stefani Miglioranzi, Brandon Moss
and Tim Ward; midfielders Duncan Oughton and Danny Szetela; and
forward Robbie Rogers made their first starts of the season. Los
Angeles moves on to face the New York Red Bulls, at a date and time to
be determined, for a place in the Open Cup tournament proper.

BACK-TO-BACK TIES TO OPEN SEASON A FIRST

As a result of the 0-0 tie against Real Salt Lake on 4/14, Columbus has
recorded back-to-back ties to open its regular season for the first time in
the team’s history. MLS first began ending games in ties in the 2000
season. In previous seasons (1996-1999), the outcome of games tied at
the end of 90 minutes were decided by shootouts.

LAMAR HUNT COIN GIVEAWAY HIGHLIGHTS OPENING DAY

The Crew will be honoring the memory of Lamar Hunt throughout the
2007 season and Opening Day featured a Limited Edition Commemorative
Coin that was given away to the first 5,000 fans through the gates. The
piece, measuring an inch-and-a-half in diameter, was presented in a
black velvet pouch. The two-sided commemorative coin features the
likeness and signature of Mr. Hunt on one side, and the Crew logo along
with an image of Crew Stadium on the reverse. The Lamar Hunt Com-
memorative Coin will also be used for the Official Coin Toss at the start of
every Crew home game. Hunt’s encircled initials are being worn by the
Crew on its jerseys this year and will also adorn a variety of other
applications, including stadium flags (north end and plaza), media guide,
credentials, season-ticket booklets and fan guides.

ALL CREW REGULAR-SEASON GAMES AVAILABLE ON TV

Every Crew regular-season game will be available live on television for
the first time ever in 2007. The Columbus Sports Network (CSN) will air
13 Crew home games, with ESPN2 and Fox Soccer Channel also
broadcasting one each. The Crew road schedule will be primarily
broadcast by the Ohio News Network (ONN), which will televise at least
10 of the team’s road games. Fox Soccer Channel will air two Crew road
games nationally and HDNet will televise the other three.



ALL CREW GAMES ON ENGLISH AND SPANISH RADIO

The Brew @ 105.7-FM, will continue to serve as the Crew’s English
radio home. All 30 regular-season Crew games and every Crew playoff
match will be broadcast live on The Brew. A 15-minute pregame show
will precede each game broadcast. Radio Sol 1550-AM will continue to
serve as the Spanish Radio home of the Crew — and for the first time
ever, all Crew games, home and away, will be broadcast this season.

CREW RECEIVES CITY COUNCIL RESOLUTION

On Monday, April 2, Columbus City Council presented the Crew with a
Resolution of Expression recognizing the club’s first 11 seasons and
wishing it luck as it enters its 12. Crew General Manager Mark
McCullers and Head Coach Sigi Schmid led the Crew’s contingent, that
also included veteran defender Ezra Hendrickson and Director of
Hispanic Business Development Eduardo “Eddie” Carvacho. Council
Member Priscilla R. Tyson introduced the Resolution.

KIRILLOV NAMED AS NEWEST ADDITION TO COACHING STAFF
Vadim Kirillov officially joined the Crew coaching staff as an assistant
coach. His primary responsibility will be coaching the Crew’s goalkeep-
ers. He replaces Eduardo “Eddie” Carvacho, who resigned the post to
assume a new role in the club’s front office (see item below). Kirillov
comes to Columbus from the New York metropolitan area, where he was
the goalkeeper coach for the MetroStars/New York Red Bulls reserves
and youth development teams that competed in the USL Super Y-League
in 2005-06. At the same time, he was an assistant coach at Adelphi
University, which last fall earned its first berth in the NCAA Division |
Tournament since 1992. A former player for legendary Soviet Union
Premier League club Spartak Moscow, Kirillov has also coached
goalkeepers of the U-14 U.S. National Team, ODP U.S. Region 1 club and
ODP New Jersey state team.

CARVACHO NAMED DIRECTOR OF HISPANIC BUSINESS
DEVELOPMENT

Eduardo “Eddie” Carvacho, who spent the last two seasons as an
assistant coach, has resigned that position to join the club’s front office
in the newly created role of Director of Hispanic Business Development.
Carvacho will work to create a first-class rapport with central Ohio’s
growing Hispanic community and develop multi-dimensional relationships
with area Hispanic businesses, the Hispanic Chamber of Commerce,
soccer leagues, cultural centers, community centers and the general
population. Carvacho is a native of Chile, who moved to the U.S. in his
youth and went on to play soccer both collegiately, at the University of
South Alabama, and then professionally. He also joins the Crew’s Spanish
radio booth this season, as all 30 regular-season games will be broad-
cast live on Radio Sol 1550-AM.

TASHJIAN IN FIRST SEASON AS STRENTH & CONDITIONING COACH
Steve Tashjian is in his first season as the Crew’s Strength and Condi-
tioning Coach, as part of the club’s partnership with CATZ (Competitive
Athlete Training Zone). He also serves as a physical therapist assisting
head athletic trainer Jason Mathews with the team’s rehabilitation needs.
Tashjian came to Columbus from San Diego, where he had spent the past
three years as director and co-founder of the Sports Performance
Combine (SPC), a sport-specific strength and conditioning facility. He
served as the head strength and conditioning coach for Azusa Pacific
University soccer in 2006, when both the men’s and women’s programs
advanced to the NAIA national championship finals. Tashjian began his
career working under longtime L.A. Galaxy strength coach Jim Liston
from 2002-03. He earned a BS in Psychology from Long Beach State
University, where he played three years of collegiate soccer, and a
Master’s in Physical Therapy from Western University of Health Sci-
ences. He has been a certified strength and conditioning specialist since
2002.

CREW WINS INAUGURAL LAMAR HUNT PIONEER CUP

The Crew were 3-0 winners over FC Dallas in the inaugural Lamar Hunt
Pioneer Cup at Pizza Hut Park on Saturday, March 10. The Lamar Hunt

The Pioneer Cup will be played in
Columbus next year to benefit an organization, or organizations, of the
Crew Soccer Foundation’s choosing.
